2021 TourPOD POLICIES | PROTOCOLS | PROCEDURES & TRAVELER PLEDGE PLUS WAIVER

The STA TourPOD system reduces the risk of group travel by assigning each traveler to a smaller subset of the group called a POD. A POD stands for “Practice Organized Distancing.” This enhanced
policy makes it mandatory for each traveler to remain in their POD throughout the trip and will follow the tour protocols and procedures below. The TourPOD system takes the “group” out of group travel
and possibly slows the spread by touring in a POD. Each POD will be assigned a minimum of one chaperone to oversee the POD protocols and procedures. PODS are typically comprised of 4 to 10
travelers. In each case, we analyze the viability of the destination/itinerary/ sites and review current state policies and requirements based on the location of the group.

* A POD stays together for the entire trip including travel on the airplane, motorcoach, sightseeing,

meals, hotel & any trip activity
* The POD system lessens the potential for COVID exposure. Should there be a positive test result on
the trip and a quarantine issue, the POD will follow the procedure for that group
* We highly encourage each participant to have a negative COVID test result before departure SIGHTSEEING
POD will stay together while touring sites/venues

Most restaurants will serve boxed or plated meals. We anticipate no self-serve buffet meals.
Participants should not share food/beverages at any time

Masks are worn unless eating/drinking; tables are dismissed to board bus by POD
